Duties include a flexible schedule of lecture, and the Adjunct Instructor must be willing to work split teaching shifts that might require 
split teaching days between campus locations.  Must fully embrace the responsibility for maintaining an acceptable number of students 
within this program and also work diligently to maximize positive student outcomes.

 Bachelor's Degree from an accredited college or university in Education or a related field.           

 One year of full-time (or equivalent), paid teaching experience.  Experience teaching mathematics is strongly desired.          

 Excellent human-relations, interpersonal skills, and strong verbal and written communication skills.
