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E.J. Harris to be Interim President of Southwest Georgia Technical College 

Current Interim President Lorette Hoover Returning to Altamaha Tech

THOMASVILLE – TCSG Commissioner Ron Jackson has named E.J. Harris, a retired Valdosta Technical College administrator, to be the new interim president of Southwest Georgia Technical College (SWGTC), effective September 1.
He replaces current SWGTC Interim President Lorette Hoover, who will return her regular duties as president of Altamaha Technical College in Jesup.  
Harris will lead SWGTC until a new full-time president is named in the fall.  The college has been without a permanent president since June when Dr. Glenn Deibert left to become the executive vice chancellor of Alabama’s two-year college system. 
Commissioner Jackson will choose the next SWGTC president from among applicants from the system’s 26 colleges. He’s confident that Harris will provide steady leadership in the meantime.
“E.J. Harris is a well-respected leader who’s widely-known throughout the region and the state for his expertise as a technical college administrator,” said Jackson.  “I’m very grateful that he has agreed to step in and lead Southwest Georgia Technical College during this short period of time leading up to the selection of the next president.”
Harris was the interim president of East Central Technical College from June 2008 until he retired in September 2009.  He had been the executive vice president of Valdosta Technical College since 2003, and was that college’s acting president in 2007.
Jackson also expressed his appreciation for the work of President Lorette Hoover during the past two months.  “President Hoover stepped in after Dr. Deibert’s departure and the college never missed a beat,” said Jackson.  “I’m grateful for her contribution and wish to thank her for her devotion to the faculty, staff and, most all, the students of Southwest Georgia Technical College.”
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
