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Commissioner Jackson Names Search Committee for Next 

President of Southwest Georgia Technical College

THOMASVILLE – Technical College System of Georgia Commissioner Ron Jackson has announced the creation of a six-person search committee that will select three candidates for consideration to be the next president of Southwest Georgia Technical College.  

Commissioner Jackson will name one of the committee’s choices to replace the previous SWGTC president, Dr. Glenn Deibert, who left the college in June to become the executive vice chancellor of Alabama’s two-year college system.

Fran Milberg, the chairman of the SWGTC Board of Directors, will chair the search committee.  She’ll be joined on the committee by Bob “Hutch” Hutchinson, the chairman of the SWGTC Foundation; Roy Lilly,Jr., SWGTC Foundation treasurer; Kha McDonald, a SWGTC Board of Directors member; Jane Shirah, SWGTC Foundation secretary; and Zach Wheeler, vice chair of the SWGTC Board of Directors.   

“I’m very grateful to Fran Milberg and the members of the search committee for their many contributions to Southwest Georgia Technical College and their willingness to assist me with the search for the college’s next president,” said Jackson.  “We’ll work together to find an exceptional leader who will build upon the college’s excellent record of providing its students with the best in technical education and workforce development.”

Later this month, the search committee will interview a group of candidates who applied from within the system and the 26 TCSG colleges. The three selected by the committee will travel to Atlanta for interviews with Jackson at the TCSG system office.  Jackson’s final choice must be approved by the state board that oversees the TCSG, whose members are appointed by the Governor.

SWGTC is currently being led by Interim President E.J. Harris, a former executive vice president of Valdosta Technical College who also served as the interim president of East Central Technical College from 2008 to 2009.

Southwest Georgia Technical College, based in Thomasville, serves Grady, Mitchell and Thomas counties. The college also has off site locations in Cairo and Camilla. The college enrolled a total of 2,752 students in diploma, degree and certificate classes during the 2010 fiscal year.  

The Technical College System of Georgia is the state agency responsible for the governance of Georgia's 26 technical colleges, which last year enrolled more than 191,000 students. The TCSG also administers the state's adult literacy programs and Georgia Quick Start, an economic development program dedicated to workforce training.    # # #
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
