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TCSG State Board Approves Name for Merging Colleges

Heart of Georgia and Sandersville Technical Colleges will Merge in July 2011 as 

Oconee Fall Line Technical College

Sandersville/Dublin -- In October 2010, Heart of Georgia Technical College and Sandersville Technical College agreed to merge to create a new institution effective on July 1, 2011. 
Today, the state board that oversees the Technical College System of Georgia (TCSG) voted to approve Oconee Fall Line Technical College as the new college name, once the merger is finalized.

During October, staff and students of both colleges and the general public were invited to suggest a name for the new college – a process that generated over 730 suggestions. From this list three were shortlisted by a naming committee comprised of community leaders and faculty, staff, and students of both colleges. 

Following the naming campaign, the board of directors of Sandersville Technical College and Heart of Georgia Technical College submitted their mutual choice of Oconee Fall Line Technical College to the TCSG state board.

STC President Dr. Lloyd Horadan and HGTC Interim President Beth Crumpton said in a joint statement: “The new college name needed to reflect both service areas and unite us. Within our area are two dominant geographical features - the Oconee River and the Fall Line. These two features are important natural resources for business and industry and the economy for both of our communities. It was essential that the name send a clear signal to learners and employers in the region that we are their college. Now that our vision has a name – a name that our boards championed – we will be working together to ensure Oconee Fall Line Technical College continues to serve our communities with quality technical and continuing education, adult education, and business and industry services.”

Oconee Fall Line Technical College will serve 11 Georgia counties, including Bleckley, Dodge, Glascock, Hancock, Jefferson, Laurens, Telfair, Warren, Washington, Wheeler, and Wilkinson counties.

The winner of the naming submission contest was Felicia Cooper of Dublin, and Felicia will be presented with a new Kindle 3G.
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
