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Dr. Ron Newcomb is New President of 

Chattahoochee Technical College
Atlanta - The state board that oversees the Technical College System of Georgia (TCSG) has approved Commissioner Ron Jackson’s selection of Dr. Ron Newcomb to be the next president of Chattahoochee Technical College.

The approval came during the board’s regular monthly meeting at the TCSG offices in Atlanta on February 2, 2012. The appointment is effective immediately.
Newcomb was serving as the interim president of the college after Dr. Sanford Chandler left the position last October to lead the TCSG’s new International Center for Technical Education.  

Newcomb had been the college’s provost and executive vice president. 

Chattahoochee Technical College is the largest college in the TCSG. The college enrolled 11,564 students in credit programs during the 2011 fall semester.

“Dr. Newcomb has spent decades working to improve the lives and careers of Georgia’s students through technical and adult education,” said Jackson.  “Having lived and worked in the area for many years, he has developed an extensive understanding of the needs of the people and the businesses and industries that rely on Chattahoochee Technical College for workforce training and economic development. I am confident that his knowledge of the region, coupled with his strong background in education policy and academic management, will make Dr. Newcomb the next outstanding leader of Chattahoochee Technical College.”

About Dr. Ron Newcomb: Newcomb began his career with the Technical College System of Georgia in 1988 at North Metro Technical College where he served as the vice president of student affairs and vice president for planning and institutional effectiveness. 

He was the acting president of North Metro Technical College when the three-college merger with Appalachian Technical College and Chattahoochee Technical College in 2009 created the largest college in the TCSG. After the merger, he became the college provost and executive vice president. He was appointed interim president of Chattahoochee Technical College on October 1, 2011. 

Newcomb’s earlier accomplishments in the field of education include service as an assistant for education research and policy with Governors Joe Frank Harris and Roy Barnes. Under Governor Harris, he worked with the Governor’s Education Review Commission, which led to the Quality Basic Education Act.  He was also part of the team that established the Georgia Department of Postsecondary Vocational Education, which later became the Department of Technical and Adult Education and is today the Technical College System of Georgia.

Under Governor Barnes, he assisted with the Governor’s Education Reform Study Commission as well as multiple pieces of education legislation, including changes in state law that allowed the Georgia’s technical institutes to become technical colleges. 

Newcomb’s education credentials include three degrees from the University of Georgia, with the most recent being a doctorate from the Institute of Higher Education, which was awarded to him in August 2011. He also has bachelor’s and master’s degrees in political science.

About the TCSG: The 25 TCSG colleges offer more than 600 certificate, diploma and degree programs. The TCSG also manages the state’s adult education and GED® testing programs, as well as the internationally-recognized Quick Start workforce training program for business and industry.

 

Enrollment at the TCSG colleges had grown at a record pace in recent years, fueled in part by the large number of unemployed and under-employed Georgians who are turning to the colleges to learn additional skills and discover new careers. Last year, the TCSG enrolled more than 191,000 students.
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
