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W. Jackson Winter, Jr., is Sworn In by Governor Deal 
as Member of the TCSG Board

Last year alone, close to 18,000 people in Georgia improved their job prospects by earning their GED credential.”
Winter is president of Winter Enterprises Corporation. He serves as chair of the advisory board of the Georgia Development Capital Fund, Inc., and as a member of the board of directors of the Economic Development Corporation of Fulton County. 
He previously served as a commissioner on the Georgia Judicial Qualifications Commission and as chairman of the Fulton County Republican Party. He is a retired captain of the U.S. Navy.  Winter earned a bachelor’s degree in Business Administration from the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill and is a graduate of the Coverdell Leadership Institute.
