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Introduction

The IES funded Georgia Partnership for Adult Education and Research (GPAER) was a partnership between Technical College System of Georgia’s (TCSG) Georgia Office of Adult Education (GOAE) and Georgia State University’s (GSU) Adult Literacy Research Center (ALRC). One purpose of this partnership was to conduct initial, exploratory research on factors that influence adults’ participation and success in Georgia’s adult education programs. This report captures the findings of this research. Specifically, GOAE and ALRC undertook a collaborative approach to examine several organization-, site-, teacher-, and student-level factors across adult education sites to estimate how the various factors predict and interact with each other to influence retention rates and learner gains in sites across the state of Georgia. Because our analyses indicated that the organization level variables were not important predictors of any of the outcomes, GOAE and ALRC researchers decided not to include organization level analyses in this document.

Data Sources

Data from the Georgia Adult Learners Information System (GALIS) database for Fiscal Year (FY) 2019 was provided for analyses. In addition, when data was not available, a survey was disseminated through GOAE to the Program Administrators. Our analyses included 30,462 unique students (90,974 total including repeated student IDs) enrolled in 3,283 unique classes (CRN numbers) with 639 teachers across 300 sites within 27 organizations. We met every two weeks by email, remote platforms, phone, or in person to decide on the specific variables we wanted to include in our analyses. We finalized our decision based on what was important for GOAE and based on which variables had enough variability for inclusion (see Appendix A for a listing of these variables along with the variables that were not included in our analyses). 

Descriptives

The following are key findings that describe sites, teachers, and students (see Appendix B for tables with details and findings not reported here). 

Approximately 53% of programs were on technical college campuses (30.67%) and in city/government buildings (22.33%). During FY 2019, very few sites had distance learning programs (4%), dual enrollment programs (2%), or IET classes (0.4%). 

Most sites reported having technology that is designated for teachers’ use ranging from 40% reporting Document Cameras to 99% reporting having a computer/laptop.

Internet access in the classrooms was widespread (97%) but only 55% reported having computers in the classrooms. Many sites reported having audio/speakers/headphones (78%) and printers (74%) accessible for students.

Only 4% of the sites reported providing childcare for their students, and for those that do, 58% reported charging for this service. Accessibility of the site to public transportation was not ubiquitous (37%), but 99% of the sites reported free student parking.

Staffing for the sites were predominantly instructors (89%), with 71% of staff working part-time. A little more than a quarter (27%) of instructors reported teaching for 1-3 years, with another quarter (28%) reported teaching experience for 4-10 years. More than half of the teachers reported no certification (58%) with 30% reporting K-12 certification. Approximately 40% of administrators had less than 3 years of experience, a third of the administrators had 3-5 years of experience, and a quarter reported more than 5 years.

Close to 58% of the students were female, 48% Black or African American and 42% White. The average age of the study body was 29. Close to 11% of the students reported Hispanic origin. Close to 7% reported having a high school diploma and 80% had attended at least one grade in high school.  with more than 80% attending at least one grade in high school. 

Close to 38% of the students reported being low-income and 9% reported having special needs. 

Students during FY 2019 attended an average of 68.82 hours with a standard deviation of 36.91. The range of hours attended per student varied greatly from .25 hours (15 minutes) to over 300 hours. Close to 57% entered at reading ABE EFL 3 (27%) or ABE EFL 4 (30%). In language, about a quarter entered at ABE EFL 2, another quarter at ABE EFL 3, and another quarter at ABE EFL 4.  In math, more than a third (39%) entered at ABE EFL 3, and a third (30%) entered at ABE EFL 4. While in reading, more than 30% entered at either ASE EFL 1 (17%) or ASE EFL 2 (15%), in language, it was only close to 23% and math close to 13%.

Research Questions

Our research questions were:

1. Which site-, teacher-, and student-level factors emerge as most predictive of retention rates and learner gains in adult education sites across the state of Georgia?

2. Do these site-, teacher-, and student-level factors interact with each other to influence retention and learner gains in adult education sites across the state of Georgia? 



Research Question 1: Which site-, teacher-, and student-level factors emerge as most predictive of retention rates and learner gains in adult education sites across the state of Georgia?

To answer research question 1, we conducted initial 3-level (site, teacher, student) HLM analyses. A summary of our results that indicate trends and statistically significant findings are as follows:

Retention Rates:

Student-Level Factors

1. Females tend to have higher mean attendance than males, but this finding should be taken with caution given the difference in sample size (Ns = 12,875 males compared to 17,587 females).
2. Black/Hispanic groups have similar mean hours; however, White students have on average significantly fewer mean attendance hours. In addition, “Other” group had significantly higher mean attendance hours than all other groups.
3. Older adults (ages 44-54 and 54+) have, on average, significantly more attendance hours than younger age groups. All of the age groups have significantly different mean attendance hours; however, the differences in the 44-54 group (compared to other groups) and 54+ group (compared to other groups) are larger. 
4. On average, students who complete 9th, 10th, or 11th grade typically attend significantly fewer hours than students who reported “no school”, “dropped out at 8th grade”, or completed 12th grade.
5. Students without a H.S. diploma on average earn significantly fewer attendance hours than those with a H.S. diploma. 
6. Those who identified as previously taking a special education class on average had significantly more attendance hours than who never took a special education class.
7. Students who identified as low income on average had significantly lower attendance than students who identified as non-low income. 
8. Students who identified having any barriers to education (e.g., dislocated worker, ex-offender) on average had significantly lower attendance than students who did not have any barriers. 
9. ABE1 students on average had the highest attendance followed by each subsequent EFL level. This trend was generally true across Reading, Language, and Math TABE. 

Teacher-Level Factors

No important predictors were detected.

Learner Gains: We examined the change in TABE Language Performance from the 1st administration of the Language TABE to the 2nd administration. These scores were compared to indicate (1) the rate of change (slope) and (2) the mean level of performance.



Change in TABE Language Performance Model

Site-Level Factors

1. On average, the trend indicated that the higher the mean Language EFL at the site-level related to reduced change in student TABE Language performance.
2. On average, the trend indicated that the higher the mean Math EFL at the site-level related to increased change in student TABE Language performance.

Student-Level Factors

           Rate of CHANGE

1. Regardless of Gender, Race/ethnicity, Age, and Income, students significantly increased in mean score from the 1st administration of the Language TABE to the 2nd administration.
2. Male students and female students increased at about the same rate between 1st and 2nd administrations of the Language TABE. See Figure 1, Appendix C.
3. Students from all racial/ethnic groups (Black, Hispanic, Other, White) had similar rates of increase between 1st and 2nd administrations of the Language TABE. See Figure 2, Appendix C.
4. Students identified in younger age groups (16-24, 24-34, and 34-44) had significantly higher rates of change than older (44-54 and 54+) groups in the growth from the 1st to the 2nd administration of the Language TABE. See Figure 3, Appendix C.
5. Students in the groups that identified their highest level of schooling had similar rates of change for 8th through 12th grade. The rate of increase in score showed a higher rate of change in the “no schooling” group though the mean scores within that group were actually lower than the performance of the other groups on the Language TABE. See Figure 4, Appendix C.
6. Students at ABE Level 1, ABE Level 2, ABE Level 3 and ABE Level 4 on average increased significantly in score between the 1st Language TABE administration and the 2nd. See Table 1, Appendix C.
7. Students at ASE Level 1 increased slightly but the difference was non-significant. ASE Level 2 on average decreased significantly in score between the 1st Language TABE administration and the 2nd. See Table 1, Appendix C.

Mean LEVEL of PERFORMANCE

8. Female students performed at a significantly higher level than male students on the Language TABE. See Figure 1, Appendix C.
9. Students who identified as White performed significantly higher in Language TABE performance than students who identified as Black, Hispanic and Other. See Figure 2, Appendix C.
10. Younger students (16-24, 24-34) had significantly higher Language TABE performance than students in older age groups (44-54 and 54+). See Figure 3, Appendix C.
11. Students who had no prior schooling on average showed significantly lower Language TABE performance scores than students who had completed grade levels in other groups. See Figure 4, Appendix C.  
12. Students who reported having a H.S. diploma on average had significantly lower Language TABE performance scores than students who completed less than a H.S. diploma. See Figure 5, Appendix C.
13. Students at ABE Level 1, ABE Level 2, and ABE Level 3 on average had lower Language TABE performance scores (trend) than students at ABE Level 4. See Table 1, Appendix C.
14. Students at ASE Level 1 and ASE Level 2 on average had higher Language TABE performance scores (trend) than students at ABE Level 4. See Table 1, Appendix C.

Teacher-Level Factors

No important predictors were detected.

Learner Gains: We examined the change in TABE Reading Performance from the 1st administration of the Reading TABE to the 2nd administration. These scores were compared to indicate (1) the rate of increase (slope) and (2) the mean level of performance.

Change in TABE Reading Performance Model

Site-Level Factors

1. On average, the trend indicated that the higher the mean Reading EFL at the site-level related to reduced change in student TABE Reading performance.
2. On average, the trend indicated that the higher the mean Math EFL at the site-level related to increased change in student TABE Reading performance.

Student-Level Factors

           Rate of CHANGE

1. Regardless of Gender, Race/ethnicity, Age, and Income, students significantly increased in mean score from the 1st administration of the Reading TABE to the 2nd administration.
2. Male students and female students increased at about the same rate between 1st and 2nd administrations of the Reading TABE. See Figure 6, Appendix C.
3. Students from the Black, Other, and Hispanic racial/ethnic groups had similar rates of increase between 1st and 2nd administrations of the Reading TABE. Students in the White subgroup increased growth at a slightly higher rate. See Figure 7, Appendix C.
4. Students identified in the youngest age group (16-24) had significantly higher rates of change than other subgroups (24-34, 34-44, 44-54, and 54+) in the growth from the 1st to the 2nd administration of the Reading TABE. See Figure 8, Appendix C.
5. Students in all school level subgroups that identified their highest level of schooling had similar rates of change for no schooling, and 8th through 12th grade on the Reading TABE See Figure 9, Appendix C.
6. Students who reported having a H.S. diploma on average had similar Reading TABE Change scores with students who completed less than a H.S. diploma. See Figure 10, Appendix C
7. Students at ABE Level 1, ABE Level 2, ABE Level 3, and ABE Level 4 on average increased significantly in score between the 1st Reading TABE administration and the 2nd. See Table 2, Appendix C.
8. Students at ASE Level 1 had a slight non-significant increase and ASE Level 2 on average significantly decreased in score between the 1st Reading TABE administration and the 2nd. See Table 2, Appendix C.

Mean LEVEL of PERFORMANCE

9. Female and male students performed at similar levels there was not a significant difference in performance level Reading TABE. See Figure 6, Appendix C.
10. Students who identified as White performed significantly higher in Reading TABE performance than students who identified as Black, Hispanic, and Other. Though performing lower than the White subgroup, the Hispanic subgroup performed significantly higher than the Black and Other subgroups. See Figure 7, Appendix C.
11. Students identified in younger age groups (16-24, 24-34, and 34-44) had significantly higher performance levels than older (44-54 and 54+) groups on the Reading TABE. See Figure 8, Appendix C.
12. Students who had no prior schooling on average showed significantly lower Reading TABE performance scores than students who had completed grade levels in other groups. See Figure 9, Appendix C.  
13. There were not Reading TABE performance differences between students who reported having a H.S. diploma and students who reported completing less than a H.S. diploma. See Figure 10, Appendix C.
14. Students at ABE Level 1, ABE Level 2, and ABE Level 3 on average had lower Reading TABE performance scores (trend) than students at ABE Level 4. See Table 2, Appendix C.
15. Students at ASE Level 1 and ASE Level 2 on average had higher Reading TABE performance scores (trend) than students at ABE Level 4. See Table 2, Appendix C.

Teacher-Level Factors

No important predictors were detected.

Change in TABE Math Performance Model

Site-Level Factors 

1. As a general trend, sites located in more urban areas had students with a higher rate of change between the 1st to the 2nd administrations of the Math TABE than sites with students located in rural areas.
2. On average, the higher the mean Language EFL at the site-level, the lower the change in student TABE Math performance.
3. On average, the higher the mean Math EFL at the site-level, the higher the change in student TABE Math performance.

Student-Level Factors 

           Rate of CHANGE
1. Regardless of Gender, Race/ethnicity, Age, and Income, students significantly increased in mean score from the 1st administration of the Math TABE to the 2nd administration.
2. Male students and female students increased at about the same rate between 1st and 2nd administrations of the Math TABE. See Figure 11, Appendix C.
3. Students from the Black, Other, and Hispanic racial/ethnic groups had similar rates of increase between 1st and 2nd administrations of the Math TABE. Students in the White subgroup increased growth at a slightly higher rate, but the difference in rate of growth was non-significant. See Figure 12, Appendix C.
4. Students identified in the younger age groups (16-24 and 24-34) had significantly higher rates of change than other subgroups (34-44, 44-54, and 54+) groups in the growth from the 1st to the 2nd administration of the Math TABE. See Figure 13, Appendix C.
5. Students in school level subgroups that identified their highest level of schooling as 8th through 11th grade had similar rates of change. For the subgroups “no schooling”, and 12th grade on the Math TABE the rate of change was slightly lower, but not significant. See Figure 14, Appendix C.
6. Students who reported having a H.S. diploma on average had similar Math TABE Change scores with students who completed less than a H.S. diploma. See Figure 15, Appendix C.
7. Students at ABE Level 1, ABE Level 2, ABE Level 3, and ABE Level 4 on average increased significantly in score between the 1st Math TABE administration and the 2nd. See Table 3, Appendix C.
8. Students at ASE Level 1 had a significant increase, and ASE Level 2 on average had a non-significant slight increase in score between the 1st Math TABE administration and the 2nd. See Table 3, Appendix C.

Mean LEVEL of PERFORMANCE

9. Female and male students performed at similar levels; there was not a significant gender difference in performance level Math TABE scores. See Figure 11, Appendix C.
10. Students who identified as White performed significantly higher in Math TABE performance than students who identified as Black, Hispanic, and Other. Though performing lower than the White subgroup, the Hispanic and Other subgroups performed significantly higher than the Black subgroup. See Figure 12, Appendix C.
11. Students identified in younger age groups (16-24, 24-34, and 34-44) had significantly higher performance levels than older (44-54 and 54+) groups from the 1st to the 2nd administration of the Math TABE. Students in the 44-54 subgroup had significantly higher levels of performance on the Math TABE than the 54+ subgroup. See Figure 13, Appendix C.
12. Students who had no prior schooling and 8th grade subgroups on average showed significantly lower Math TABE performance scores than students who had completed grade levels in other subgroups (9th,10th,11th, and 12th grade). See Figure 14, Appendix C.  
13. There were no statistically significant Math TABE performance differences between students who reported having a H.S. diploma and students who reported completing less than a H.S. diploma. See Figure 15, Appendix C.
14. Students at ABE Level 1, ABE Level 2, and ABE Level 3 on average had lower Math TABE performance scores (trend) than students at ABE Level 4. See Table 3, Appendix C.
15. Students at ASE Level 1 and ASE Level 2 on average had higher Math TABE performance scores (trend) than students at ABE Level 4. See Table 3, Appendix C.

Teacher-Level Factors

No important predictors were detected.

Summary for Research Question 1 Results: 

As can be seen across the four models (attendance, TABE change in Language, Reading, and Math), no teacher-level factors were important predictors, indicating that these factors don’t significantly influence attendance and TABE performance outcomes. 

Additional Analyses Related to Research Question 1:

Based on requests from GOAE research staff and the GPAER advisory board, we filtered the dataset down to find the unique student IDs of students who were in multiple classes within the dataset. We ended up with 30,462 students. Out of these participants, we analyzed the scores of 9,000 students who were pre- and post- administered the Language TABE, 8,769 students who were pre- and post- administered the Reading TABE, and 10,034 students who were pre- and post- administered the Math TABE. The lowest number of participants belonged to the ABE 1 level in Reading, the ASE 2 level for Language and the number of students in ABE 1 and ASE 2 were the same for Math. The highest number of students belonged to the ABE 3 level in the math tests, ABE 2 for language, and ABE 4 for reading. Results are described below. 

The highest scores (based on means) belonged to ASE 2 level in all three tests, and the lowest scores belonged to ABE 1, which confirms the association between levels and scores. 
We conducted a paired sample t-test to analyze each TABE test's pre- and post-test changes within different EFLs. Specifically, for all three TABE assessments, we found a significant post-test gain for levels ABE 1, ABE 2, ABE 3, and ABE 4. For the students in the level of ASE 1, we found a slight non-significant increase from pre-to post-tests for reading and language and a significant increase for math.  For students in the ASE 2 level there was a significant decrease in performance from pre to post for reading and language and a slight increase that was non-significant for math. These slight increases or even slight decreases in score occur at the highest EFL designations (ASE1 and ASE 2) suggesting that the students who were already high achievers in adult literacy classification had little room for growth and the growth at the highest levels of EFL is more difficult. See Appendix C (Tables 1-3) for more information.

Research Question 2: Do these site-, teacher-, and student-level factors interact with each other to influence retention and learner gains in adult education sites across the state of Georgia? 

To answer research question 2, we conducted generalized linear model (GLM) analyses to explore interactions between predictors of interest at the teacher- and student-levels. Our analyses from research question 1, indicated no significant malleable factors at the site-level, and therefore site-level interactions are not described below. In addition, after consultation with GOAE, we proceeded to do a deeper analysis into possible teacher-level interactions of interest and specifically examined four teacher-level variables (part/full time status, teacher certification type, years of experience, and number of PD hours). Below we first describe the targeted teacher level interactions before describing the student interactions predictive of retention and learner gains. Statistically significant findings are identified as significant and other non-significant findings are identified as potential trends of increase or decrease.

Teacher-Level Interactions

a) Teachers who were full-time had on average significantly more PD hours than teachers who were part-time. See Figure 16, Appendix D.
b) Teachers who had less than 1 year experience had on average significantly fewer PD hours than those with 1-3, 4-10, and 11+ years. See Figure 16, Appendix D.
c) Full-time teachers with 1-3 years of experience had on average significantly more PD hours (M = 48) than other experience levels. See Figure 16, Appendix D.
d) Teachers with no certification had on average a significantly lower number of PD hours compared to teachers with other certification. See Figure 17, Appendix D. 
e) Part-time and full-time teachers with 11+ years of experience had a significantly higher number of student attendance hours. No significant interactions were noted. See Figure 18, Appendix D.

Student-Level Interactions
 
Retention Rates:

There were some interactions with gender and EFL levels worth noting:

A. Gender*Race – As already reported, females tend to have a higher mean of attendance hours than males. This difference is minimal for Black and White racial groups but gets larger for Hispanic and Other racial/ethnic groups (mean difference of White Males to White Females is 2.84 hours, mean difference of Black Males to Black Females is 3.68 hours, mean difference of Hispanic Males to Hispanic Females is 10.38 hours, and mean difference of Other racial group Males to Other racial group Females is 12.66 hours). Overall, there are important differences in mean attendance hours by racial/ethnic group, such that White students (average 62 hours) had significantly lower average attendance hours than the Black (average 72 hours) and Other racial groups (average 72 hours). Although not significant, White students also had fewer average attendance hours compared to the Hispanic racial group (average 69 hours). Overall, although white students as a group have lower attendance hours than other racial/ethnic groups, when we consider gender as well, Hispanic Males have similar attendance hours to all White students, Hispanic Females have attendance hours similar to all Black students and Other racial group Males, while Other racial group Females have a larger number of mean attendance hours (See Figure 19, Appendix E).
B. Gender*Low Income – Males who were not low income had significantly fewer attendance hours than all other groups (compared to male, low income; and female low income or not). See Figure 20, Appendix E.
C. EFL levels after first TABE x gender – Females had a trend showing higher attendance than males in every EFL category for Language and Reading. For Math, this was generally true, except ASE 2 females had a significant increase in attendance compared to male ASE 2 students. See Figures 21 through 23, Appendix E.
D. Barriers to education (yes/no) – No difference was found for females; however, males who identified as having barriers clocked significantly fewer attendance hours than males without barriers. See Figure 24, Appendix E.

Learner Gains: Below is a summary of key outcomes, please see Appendix F for more details.

TABE Performance Language Outcome

a) There was a significant increase in TABE scores across the two time points (initial and second time point) for both males and females, with females scoring significantly higher than males in all but the Hispanic racial/ethnic group, where the females scored higher but the difference was not significant. There was also a significant mean increase in TABE language scores for all racial/ethnic groups. Significantly higher performance level for the White racial group relative to other groups. The Black racial group had on average significantly lower language performance despite having significantly greater attendance than the White group.  One thing to note is that Black students are disproportionately over-represented in ABE 1, 2, and 3 and White students have a higher representation in ABE 4, as well as ASE 1 and 2. The Hispanic group had significantly lower performance than the White group but significantly higher performance than the Black group. See Figure 25, Appendix F.
b) Younger age groups (16-24 and 24-34) had significantly better performance than older age groups (44-54 and 54+) over time. See Figure 26, Appendix F.
c) Individuals who reported higher educational attainment (except grade 12), significantly showed better TABE Language performance over time. Of note, grade 12 also had a higher percent report taking a special education class. See Figure 27, Appendix F.

TABE Performance Reading Outcome

a) There was a significant mean increase in TABE Reading scores from pre to post for all racial/ethnic groups. Significantly, there was a higher performance mean for the White racial group relative to other groups. Females scored higher than males for all groups except Hispanic. Black students on average had significantly lower performance than the White and Hispanic groups. Similar to language, Black students were disproportionately over-represented in ABE 1, 2, and 3. The Hispanic group had significantly lower reading performance than the White group but significantly higher reading performance than the Black and Other groups. See Figure 28, Appendix F.
b) Younger students had significantly higher TABE Reading performance than older students. See Figure 29, Appendix F.
c) Individuals who reported higher educational attainment significantly showed better TABE Reading performance over time. Of note, grade 12 also had a higher percent report taking a special education class. See Figure 30, Appendix F.

TABE Performance Math Outcome

a) There was a significant mean increase in TABE Math scores for all racial/ethnic groups. However, there was a significantly larger increase for White group members relative to other groups. Females scored lower than males for all racial/ethnic groups, even though females on average had higher attendance across all racial/ethnic groups. 
Black students on average had significantly lower performance than the White and Hispanic groups. Similar to language and reading, Black students were disproportionately over-represented in ABE 1, 2, and 3. The Hispanic group had significantly lower math performance than the White group but significantly higher math performance than the Black group. See Figure 31, Appendix F.
b) Younger students had significantly higher TABE Math performance than older students. See Figure 32, Appendix F.
c) Individuals who reported higher educational attainment (including grade 12), significantly showed better TABE Math performance over time. See Figure 33, Appendix F.

Summary for Research Question 2 Results: 

In our deeper probe of teacher-level characteristics, we found that full/part-time, years of experience, and certification were significant predictors of PD hours and that full/part-time predicted number of student attendance hours. 

At the student-level, we found several significant interactions (among age, racial/ethnicity group, gender, EFL level, special education, barriers, low income). Of interest, was the gender by low income interaction such that, males who are not low income have fewer attendance hours than all other groups (compared to male, low income; and female low income or not). In addition, a significant interaction between EFL levels after first TABE x gender, such that females had higher attendance than males in every EFL category for Language and Reading as well as Math (with a particular large magnitude for ASE 2 females compared to males). Finally, there were interesting findings regarding race/ethnicity by change in TABE performance. Generally, those who identified as Black had the lowest TABE performance levels relative to White and Hispanic groups.  



Further Analyses: Country of Origin

During the original presentation of results to the advisory board, it was noted that students who identified as Black had higher mean attendance hours yet lower mean TABE scores in Language, Reading, and Math than other racial/ethnic groups. The reason for this is unclear. It was theorized by the advisory board that the reason for the difference may be that Black student’s means were influenced by students from another country and the lower scores of foreign-born students may have caused the mean scores of the Black subgroup to be lower than other racial groups. 

To explore this possibility, further analyses were conducted to answer the following research questions:

1. Was the Black student subgroup attendance hours mean influenced by students from another country?
2. Was the Black student subgroup Language TABE mean influenced by students from another country?
3. Was the Black student subgroup Reading TABE mean influenced by students from another country?
4. Was the Black student subgroup Math TABE mean influenced by students from another country?

Country of Origin: 

Approximately, 12% of all students in the provided database were not native to the United States, coming from 135 other countries (it should be noted that a little less than 10% of the students, did not provide interpretable responses to the country of origin data item). There were 14,402 students who identified as Black in the data. To answer the above research questions, the students who identified as Black were separated by Region of Origin. The students identified their country of origin and those countries were placed into nine regions of the world recognized by the United Nations (https://www.countries-ofthe-world.com, 2008-2023): United States, North America (outside of the US), South America, Central America, Asia, Africa, Europe, Caribbean, and Australia/Oceana. See Appendix G to see the number of students identifying as Black from each region. 

There were three subgroups with enough representation to potentially influence the attendance and learning gain means significantly, those subgroups were the Black students from the USA, Africa, and the Caribbean. The other subgroups were represented by less than 30 students, and thus had little influence on the attendance and learning gain means.

RQ 1: Was the Black student subgroup attendance hours mean influenced by students from another country?

Results indicated that that Black students from the U.S. on average had significantly lower attendance than Black students from Africa and the Caribbean. These two subgroups only contributed to a 2.66 mean hour difference (increase in attendance) given the few students represented (7.9%). In other words, though the Africa and Caribbean groups’ mean attendance hours were significantly higher than the USA group mean, the smaller number of group members only slightly increased the total Black group mean attendance hours from 69.45 to 72.11 (by 2.66 hours). See Appendix G for more details.

RQ 2: Was the Black student subgroup Language TABE mean influenced by students from another country?

Black students from Africa and the Caribbean on average had lower mean TABE Language scores than Black students from the U.S. However, this difference only changed the overall mean by 3.56 points. This change made the overall Black student group more similar to the Hispanic students; however, there is still a significant difference between Black students and White students not accounted for by Country of Origin. See Figure 34, Appendix H for more information.


RQ3: Was the Black student subgroup Reading TABE mean influenced by students from another country?

Black students from Africa and the Caribbean on average had lower mean TABE Reading scores than Black students from the U.S. However, this difference only changed the overall mean by 3.14 points. This change made the overall Black student group more similar to the Hispanic students; however, there is still a significant difference between Black students and White students not accounted for by Country of Origin. See Figure 35, Appendix I for more details.

RQ4: Was the Black student subgroup Math TABE mean influenced by students from another country?

Black students from Africa and the Caribbean on average had lower mean TABE Math scores than Black students from the U.S, but this difference was only significant for students from Africa. Overall, this difference only changed the overall mean by 0.74 points. With this very slight change the trend for the Black student group is about the same and there is still a significant difference between Black students and White students not accounted for by Country of Origin. See Figure 36, Appendix J for more details.

In conclusion, there was minimal influence by foreign-born Black students on the mean of attendance hours, Language, Reading, and Math TABE score means. The difference was likely minimized by the numbers of US-born Black students (more than 80%) that influenced the means much more than the approximately 7.9% of African-born and Caribbean-born students’ means. Though in most cases the foreign-born student means were significantly different, the large number of US-born students produced a mean that was not significantly influenced by the foreign-born students. The lower TABE score means in Language, Reading, and Math, and higher attendance hour means were also seen when only US-born students were considered.


Further Analyses: Employment Status

As a final follow-up to further explorations, the GPAER Advisory Board requested an in-depth exploration of the impact of employment status on retention and learner gains. The following research questions were asked:

1. Was the student attendance hours mean different for any of the Employment Status subgroups?
2. Was the Language TABE mean or growth from administration 1 to 2 different for any of the Employment Status subgroups?
3. Was the Reading TABE mean or growth from administration 1 to 2 different for any of the Employment Status subgroups?
4. Was the Math TABE mean or growth from administration 1 to 2 different for any of the Employment Status subgroups?
5. Among the Student Attendance hours mean, Language, Reading, and Math TABE means was there a statistically significant interaction between Employment Status, Age, Gender, or Race/Ethnicity?

Employment Status:

Students were classified by four employment status subgroups: Employed, Unemployed, Not in the Labor Force, and Employed as a Temporary Worker. Of the 30,462 students, there were a total of 30,459 students with valid employment status (3 students did not identify employment status). Forty-four percent (n = 13,406) of the students were classified as employed, 37% (n = 11,249) unemployed, 18% (n = 5,518) not yet in the labor force, and less than 1% (n = 286) as a Temporary Worker. All the students were identified as in one of the subgroups uniquely and therefore no student was labeled in multiple subgroups. 

RQ1: Was the student attendance hours mean different for any of the Employment Status subgroups?

Those students who were not in the labor force had the highest mean attendance hours (96.98), followed by the students who were unemployed (70.15), the students employed as temporary (60.15), and the employed students (56.31).  The significant differences were between the employed subgroup and the unemployed and not in labor force groups. It seems that the when the student is employed either full-time or in a temporary position, the mean student attendance hours are lower than both unemployed students and students not in the labor force. This tends to make sense as the students not employed would have more hours available for attendance hours. See Figure 37, in Appendix K. 

RQ2: Was the Language TABE mean or growth from administration 1 to 2 different for any of the Employment Status subgroups?

All employment subgroups (i.e., employed, unemployed, etc.) exhibited positive growth in TABE Language scores. Employed and unemployed subgroups had the highest average TABE Language performance. All subgroups changed at about the same rate, indicating no difference by employment status. See Figure 38, Appendix L.

RQ3: Was the Reading TABE mean or growth from administration 1 to 2 different for any of the Employment Status subgroups?

All employment subgroups exhibited positive growth in TABE Reading scores, with employed and unemployed having the highest average performance. However, though the Not in Labor Force group showed a similar rate of growth, their performance level was significantly lower compared to the Employed and Unemployed groups (10 points). See Figure 39, Appendix L.

RQ4: Was the Math TABE mean or growth from administration 1 to 2 different for any of the Employment Status subgroups? 

All employment subgroups exhibited positive growth in TABE Math scores and similar rates of growth. The employed and employed temporary on average had the highest mean performance. However, the Not in Labor Force group started and ended on average at about 9 points lower on TABE Math than the Employed group. See Figure 40, Appendix L.

RQ5: Among the Student Attendance hours mean, Language, Reading, and Math TABE means was there statistically significant interaction between Employment Status, Age, Gender, or Race/Ethnicity?

No significant interactions were found. One trend was on TABE Language performance, an interaction between Hispanic ethnicity and Temporary employee subgroups. For that group, TABE Language scores were higher; however, this only represents 10% of the sample and therefore, may not be very consequential. 


In conclusion, students in the Not in the Labor Force subgroup had higher mean student attendance hours than either employed or unemployed students. Overall, the employed group consistently had the highest average TABE Language, Reading, and Math performance level, despite having lower attendance hours compared to the other employment groups. When assessing for interactions (research question 5), there were no significant interactions with demographic variables, indicating no differences by employment status, age, gender, and race/ethnicity.
